	Info for talking about by PEO or Teacher 

School patrols:

· operate on pedestrian crossings

· control pedestrians 

· control traffic, though only if they have signs.

Kea crossings:

· operate on school crossing points

· control pedestrians 

· control traffic, though only if they have signs, and their flags are in place.
School wardens:

· operate anywhere pedestrians cross the road

· control pedestrians 

· cannot control traffic.

Why do they want to be on The Traffic Safety Team


	Students write their own suggestions  but they might like to include 

· being  responsible

· making  good decisions

· concentrating 
· Looking after each other 
· Taking care of the equipment 
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	What is special about the patrol leader?
Special things include 
· Having the best view of the road in both directions

· Giving the commands. 

What is special about the supervisor?
Special things include

· Being – (usually) a teacher or parent  

· Checking  the patrol operates correctly and as trained

· Monitoring that people at the crossing obey the patrol commands. 

	Ideas for students to illustrate with a photo for their slide show
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	Discussion 
How do you think you want to pick up the patrol uniforms?

Where should you put your uniform after your duty?

Who do you tell if there is any damage to a uniform? 

You need two STOP signs per crossing to do patrol duty.

Where are your signs kept?
Carry the signs like a stretcher, with the discs at the front.  

On windy days, carry the signs with the discs facing the ground.



	On patrol (1)
Is Patrol A or Patrol B the leader?

· Patrol A attaches sign to pole.

· Patrol B stands behind Patrol A, sign parallel to road.

· Leader checks it is clear to the marks, then calls ‘Signs out!’

What’s a mark?

A mark is a feature that helps leaders decide when to call ‘Signs out!’.  If there is a vehicle travelling between the mark and the crossing, it is too close to put the signs out.
On patrol (2)
· Both patrols swing signs out.

· Patrol A holds out one arm as a barrier arm.

· Leader calls ‘Check!’ 

· Both patrols check that any approaching traffic is stopping.

Show  a picture of the Mark 
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	Discussion What’s a barrier arm?

A barrier arm is an arm raised to prevent children on the footpath trying to cross the road.   

	Picture of Barrier Arm
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	· On patrol (3)
· Leader calls ‘On patrol!’

· Patrol A drops barrier arm to let Patrol B through, then raises barrier arm again to stop anyone else crossing.

· Patrol B crosses, holding sign in front so it can be seen by traffic.

· When  Patrol B reaches other footpath, the leader calls ‘Signs in!’ and Patrol A pulls sign in.

· Patrol B attaches sign to the pole, holding the sign parallel to the road.

	Other pedestrians may not cross the road when you are going on patrol.

Other suggestions are draw this in comic strip style and  scan in 
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	Off patrol (1)
Make sure there are no pedestrians still waiting to cross. 

· Leader or supervisor lets team know they’re going off duty.

· Patrol B unhooks sign and rests hook at foot of post.

· Leader checks it is clear to the marks, then calls ‘Signs out!’

· Both patrols swing signs out, and hold out barrier arms.

· Leader calls ‘Check!’ 

· Both patrols check that any approaching traffic is stopping.

· Second patrol calls ‘Clear!’

Off patrol (2)
· Leader calls ‘Off patrol!’

· Patrol B crosses, holding sign in front.

· As soon as Patrol B passes Patrol A, leader calls ‘Signs in!’ and Patrol A pulls sign in.

· Patrol A unhooks sign and moves back from the kerb.

· Patrols carry the signs like a stretcher to the storage area.

· When you are on Patrol use a loud, clear calling voice.
